But, after seeing how funny the show worked as

written, MTM felt bad about her tirade."Never Bathe On Saturday" features Dick's great line, after

finding that the hotel bathroom door is locked: "Don't toy with me, you saucy wench." :) LOL!!!!Plus

there's a complete episode guide, with still more tidbits written within most of the episode

descriptions.I cannot imagine a more thorough and detailed Dick Van Dyke Show volume than this

one.
