Waters situates the story of the
Achaemenid Persians in the context of their predecessors in the mid-first millennium BCE and
through their successors after the Macedonian conquest, constructing a compelling narrative of how
the empire retained its vitality for more than two hundred years (c. 550-330 BCE) and left a massive
