For the past century, it has been a hot topic in Dante
scholarship that Muslim eschatology influenced The Divine Comedy. There is speculation that
Dante knew Arabic, but as it has never been proved, so we must continue to dig deeper in this
matter. In the essay "Dante and Islamic Culture,"” we learn of the proximity and contacts between
the Catholic world and the Islamic world in the Middle Ages, We are also given examples of possible

connections between Dante’s works and Arabic texts. Subsequent essays then discuss the



availability of a translation of the Quran in Dante’s time and whether or not Dante would have read
it/borrowed from it. The most interesting section in the book was "Images of Muhammad in Dante."
There are two essays in this section. One compares Islam and the heresy of Arianism and the other
examines Dante’s placement of Muhammad in Hell. Both were fascinating to read, but highly
academic.This book, as | stated in the last sentence, is highly academic. | knew that going into this
book, because it is from a university’s publishing house.
